. NL mount: For installing the reflector or other NL mount accessories.

. Lock catch: To lock or release the reflector or other accessories. Note: Please pull in the direction indicated on it.
. Eye bolt: For hanging safety rope.

. Yoke: Mount the fixture on a stand, also for pan and tilt.

. Display: To display data.

. Functions buttons: Including CCT, EFFECT, MENU and LOCK.

Left knob: For adjusting brightness and other parameters.

USB port: For updating firmwares or connecting USB cable to external devices with maximum current of 5V/1A.

. DMX IN: DMX signal input interface.

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When removing the reflector, pull the lock catch of the mount, rotate the reflector anticlockwise and remove.
